	Topic – Movement

Focus: Arranging/listening/singing:
Use Incredibox software to improvise and arrange beatboxing motifs (percussive sounds/melodies/chorus harmonies/ effects)to create compositions; Start ‘10 pieces’ project with screening of film introducing pieces of classical music, then begin to develop creative responses; sing songs reflecting life in Victorian times. 


	Topic – Water for Life

Focus:  Composing/notating/listening:
Explore the creative possibilities of instruments (& voices) to create music which evokes e.g. the sound of a river; combine sounds to create texture; use notations as a support for performance; continue developing creative compositions for 10 pieces project; listen carefully to music, identifying inter-related dimensions, purpose and describing mood/emotion; sing in tune with expression.
	Topic – Growing

Focus: playing ocarinas/singing:
Learn how to play an ocarina; read from tablature; develop tone, co-ordination and control; perform to an audience with increasing confidence; sing songs linked to topic expressively in a way that reflects the meaning and significance of the lyrics.



	Topic – Around the world

Focus: singing/pitch:
Sing songs (with recognised structure) related to Roman topic with: increasing awareness of pitch; musical expression; understanding of importance of diction. Make bottle organs; listen to professional performances; use pitch skills to tune bottles; play melodies by ear; improvise and compose. Look at workings of church organ.


	  Topic –Past and Present

Focus: singing/rhythm, esp. metre/composing music with recognisable structure:
Sing songs about the body; sing two/three part round; explore syllables, metre and  word setting of our own lyrics; use musical language to describe the music we both listen to and create; compose music that has a recognisable structure (beg, middle and end or verse/chorus)

 
	Topic – Famous People

Focus: playing ocarinas/listening:
Learn how to play(Y3)/build on skills (Y4) playing ocarina; develop tone, co-ordination and control; perform to an audience with increasing confidence; read/play from tablature; begin to read and play from some conventional symbols.
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
