	Topic – Movement
Focus: Ocarina skills/notation
Listen/copy back accurately longer rhythm patterns; read and clap/play from symbols for crotchet, minim, quaver using body percussion and djembe drums; improvise patterns; develop ocarina skills (co-ordination, note knowledge, breathing control) and extend repertoire; follow the notation of a melody while hearing it played; play phrases by ear; maintain own part on a pitched instrument in a small ensemble.

	Topic – Water for Life
Focus: interrelated dimensions/appraising/singing
Create music as part of a large group, understanding that we have a shared responsibility for the success of a performance.  Use musical vocabulary and knowledge to a) talk about and discuss music from a variety of sources, traditions and cultures, including performances of their own and others’ compositions; and b)  to help identify areas for development or refinement.
Explore the structure and style of a simple rap; identify ‘what happens when’ within simple structures; compose music that reflects its given intentions; sing more complex songs involving use of syncopation. 
	Topic - Growing
Focus: listening/performing 

Listen to a variety of music from Greece, and identify features of expression ( phrasing, melody, harmony, different dynamics, metre and tempi); compose descriptive music in groups, using the interrelated dimensions and musical devices, after listening to ‘Fossils’ by Saint-Saens. 

Perform songs from memory for a special occasion with attention to phrasing, dynamics and accuracy of pitch; sing independently with increased confidence and sense of occasion; 



	Topic – Around the World
Focus: Playing ocarinas/arranging songs/listening:
Sing songs about 2nd World war (inc .3-part round) in a wide variety of styles, showing accuracy and expression; explore differences in musical styles/genres and be able to talk about them; understand how time and place can influence the way music is created, performed and heard; sustain melodic ostinato/drone to accompany singing;

Develop ocarina skills: (co-ordination, note knowledge, breathing control) and extend repertoire; follow the notation of a melody while hearing it played; play phrases by ear; maintain own part on a pitched instrument in a small ensemble.

	Topic – Past and Present

Focus: using music technology:
Use IT(computers/ipads/mp3 recorders etc) to  record, sample, sequence, loop and manipulate  sound to create soundscapes / compositions; use IT to keep a record of work in progress and record performances;

Sing a two-part song maintaining own part; explore the use of chords (tuned percussion/ keyboards) and compose spacescapes.


	Topic – Famous People

Focus:listening/putting on a performance:
Compare pieces of instrumental music and discuss similarities and differences; research Elizabethan composers from Lincolnshire; Developing performance skills: Perform songs from memory with attention to phrasing, dynamics and accuracy of pitch for a special occasion; sing confidently with expression, communicating the meaning/mood effectively.
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
