Topic – Movement

Focus: Pulse and Rhythm/playing djembe drums
Sing songs about parts of the body; move and play to the beat, identifying quick/half speed/slow pulse; play djembe drums, developing understanding of sound colour and technique and composing short phrases; listen to and appreciate variety of percussion styles inc. military band, samba, drum kit, African. 
	Topic – Water for Life

Focus: Timbre/Composition
Explore the sound colour (timbre) of classroom percussion instruments and use this knowledge to: identify types of instrument; portray snowflakes/ animal habitats.

Explore sound colour of our voices; compose rhythmic phrases and use them to create their own lyrics to a familiar song.

Record own music as a pictorial score.
	Growing

Focus: Pitch
Internalise and differentiate between high/low notes, including responding to pitch through movement; use a one-line notation system to read and notate notes of high/low/middle pitch; play simple melodies or melodic parts on chime bars etc; sing ‘growing’ songs confidently with increasing control and accuracy.



	Year B

Topic – Around the world
Focus: Pulse and Rhythm/singing
Using songs/singing activities from around the world and about travelling as starting points (inc. Call and Response songs), develop expressive and creative use of voice; identify pulse; understand difference between pulse and rhythm; identify word phrase from its rhythm; internalise, create and perform simple rhythmic patterns, including simple ostinato; explore dynamics and tempo.
	Topic – Past and Present

Focus: timbre/ notating rhythm patterns/creating sounds digitally:

Sort/group sounds based on 

a) timbre of their materials 

b) playing method (tap, shake, scrape)

Listen carefully to the sounds made by voices/instruments; compose, notate and play simple rhythm patterns using our own invented graphic symbols; explore software and create sounds digitally.
	Topic – Famous People

Focus: composing using a graphic score/structure/listening to music: Explore the use of abstract symbols in representing/ interpreting vocal and instrumental sounds; perform with others following a conductor’s direction or being the conductor; find out how a professional composer structured a piece of programme music; listen to the music of featured composers/ musicians and find out about them.
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
